The quality of time varies in the
space. Mythical time, the potential for the
teller to tell and for the told to be ordered
as it arrives from the chaos that is its Matrix,
is an available presence.

Chronological or physical time is
a function of FEarth turning on an axis.

Its element is
fire burning in the heart of soul. This cold
blue flame of desire burns in the watery
soul.

Any molecule of water evaporated from a
surface rises into the air and forms clouds.
